I, acting for and on behalf of and by the order and direction of TRANSMISSION CORPORATION OF TELANGANA Limited (hereinafter called the ‘TSTRANSCO’), accept your offer 2nd cited against the Tender Specification vide ref(1) cited for Supply of ACSR Moose Conductor (54+7/3.53 mm) as detailed in Clause-(2) below with the terms & conditions and as per the provision for quantity variation at clause No. 35.1, of the  Specification No.TSPMM23-35/2017 and terms & conditions set out in this order. This purchase order is issued further to your acceptance letter, dt. 18.05.2018 under reference (4) cited to the LOI issued vide ref(3) cited.

SCOPE OF CONTRACT: 
This contract relates to the supply of 10.25 km ACSR Moose Conductor as detailed in Clause-(2) below and covers its manufacture, testing before dispatch and delivery FOR destination.

c) The prices indicated above are for delivering the materials at destination stores/site including unloading, stacking and are inclusive of Packing and Forwarding charges, Freight, Insurance and GST at the rates as indicated above.

e) Any variation up or down in statutory levy or new levies introduced after tender calling date under this specification will be to the account of TSTRANSCO provided that in cases where delivery schedule is not adhered to by the supplier and there are upward variation/revision after the agreed delivered date the supplier will bear the impact of such levies and if there is downward variation/revision the TSTRANSCO will be given credit to that extent.

f) The TSTRANSCO reserves the right to vary the ordered quantities mentioned at clause-(2) above by +/- 50% during the execution of the order.
g) The dispatch of the equipment is by road only. The transit insurance shall include storage cover for 45 days at destination stores.  

h) Documentary proof of Freight and Insurance shall be furnished.

PRICE VARIATION CLAUSE:
The price shall be based on and subject to adjustment due to variations in the following factors:

i)
E.C. Grade Aluminium:
The ex-works cost of indigenous E.C. grade   Aluminium wire rod based on average price of M/s. Nalco, Balco, Hindalco, and Vedanta as given in CACMAI circulars prevailing as on 30 days prior to the Bid opening date                            i.e.for the month of November 2017.(The date of bid opening is 15-12-2017).

ii)
HTGS wire:
The ex-works cost of per MT of HTGS wire exclusive of duties and taxes prevailing as on 30 days prior to the Bid opening (including bid opening date) corresponding to 3:00 to 4:09mm designation. As given in CACMAI circulars prevailing as on 30 days prior to the Bid opening date i.e. for the month of November 2017.(The date of bid opening is 15-12-2017).
iii) The above basic prices of raw materials will remain unaltered during the execution of contract.
iv)      For any variation up or down in the prices of raw materials as defined above, for every one rupee change in the rate of the  MT of  EC grade Aluminium wire rod and HTGS wire the corresponding increase or decrease in price per KM of finished conductor allowable shall be as given below:

v) For purpose of calculation of price variation the prices of HTGS wire and EC grade Aluminium shall be taken as those prevailing on the first working day of  the calendar month one month prior to the date of delivery.
vi) The Base and Final prices/indices shall correspond to same manufacturers as given in the CACMAI.
vii) The date of delivery shall be the date of receipt of material in good condition at destination stores (i.e., check measurement date as per Form-13) for the purpose of price variation calculations.
viii) If the delivery of the material is within the scheduled delivery period, the Price Variation applicable will be based on the actual delivery.
ix) In case the purchaser advances the delivery, the price variation applicable will be based on the actual delivery.
x) Irrespective of increase in the prices of raw materials, the Price Increase per KM of the conductor in the Ex-works price will be limited to a maximum of 50% over the original Ex-works price mentioned above.  However, there is no ceiling for negative price variation.

xi) The proportionate taxes and duties on such increase or decrease in the price of conductor is to the TSTRANSCO’s account, as per actual on production of the gate pass relating to the consignments for which price variation is claimed.

xii) The Price Variation amount can be claimed for each batch of supplies made from time to time (out of total quantity) and will be payable after due verification.

xiii) In case of conductors, where the supplier makes his own arrangements to get the Rod made out of Aluminium Ingots, the prices of Aluminium Rod as per CACMAI mentioned above will only be taken into consideration for arriving at the price variation claims irrespective of whatever expenditure the supplier might have incurred in getting the ingot converted into Rod.
xiv) If the date of delivery as defined in the P.V. formula is beyond the contracted delivery date, the contracted delivery date or the actual delivery date whichever is advantageous to the Purchaser will form the basis for calculation of price variation.
xv) Notwithstanding the formula applicable for regulating the price variation, if at any time any documentary evidence proof or certificate in regard to the price variation bills is required by the Purchaser, the supplier will have to furnish the same to the Purchaser.
3. LENGTHS  :

                    The conductor shall be supplied in the standard lengths of 1800 mts.    A tolerance of plus or minus 5% on the standard length offered by the Sub-vendor shall be permitted.  All lengths shorter than the min permissible length shall be treated as random lengths.  Not less than 90% of the total quantity of the conductor shall be supplied in standard lengths.  


                Thus the quantity of the conductor in random lengths shorter than standard ones shall not exceed 10% of the total quantity to be supplied.  Further no single conductor length in respect of such 10% (maximum) supply in random lengths, shall be shorter than 70% of the standard length.  Only one standard length or random length of conductor shall be wound on each drum.   


                 The conductor in lengths in excess of the standard length with 5% tolerance shall not be accepted unless specifically indented by the Purchaser.   All short lengths should be supplied in a batch of six or twelve to the declared destination. They shall   also be distributed uniformly to the declared dispatching stations depending upon the quantity of conductor allocated for each station.
              The contractor shall keep records of all the lengths of conductor manufactured from metal of the same heat and store the conductor by heat/batch at his works before dispatch. The dispatch of the conductor shall be done in multiples of 12 drums ensuring all drums of the same length are grouped by heat/batch. Each drum shall be marked to easily identify the heat/batch of the conductor thereon. This marking shall be agreed with the Purchaser.

                  The Contractor shall also indicate the maximum single length above the  standard  length that his sub vendor can  manufacture  with principal parameters specified in clause 3.0 of this section. This is required for special stretches like river crossing etc.  The  purchaser  reserves  the  right  to  place order for the above and below lengths on the same terms and conditions  applicable for the standard lengths during contract period.  The drums used for the conductor over and above the standard lengths shall be strong enough to withstand rough handling during loading, transit and unloading.  

4. DELIVERY SCHEDULE :    


The supply of 10.25km ACSR Moose Conductor shall be completed within 2 months from the date of Letter of Intent. However you are requested to supply at the earliest, as the same is required urgently.

5.
FREIGHT & INSURANCE:

The Materials/equipment supplied under the contract will be fully insured against loss or damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation and delivery and also storage for 45 days at destination stores.

The insurance will be in an amount equal to 100% FADS value of Materials/equipment on all risks basis. The policy will have a provision for extension to cover further storage if necessary at destination stores/site at TS TRANSCO cost.  

The bidder shall a)Initiate and pursue insurance claim till settlement and b)Promptly arrange for repair and/or replacement of any damaged items in full irrespective of settlement of insurance claim by the under writers. c) All costs because of insurance liabilities covered under the contract will be to supplier’s account.  The supplier shall provide the purchaser with a copy of all insurance Policies and documents taken out by him in pursuance of the ‘Contract”.  Such copies of documents shall be submitted to the purchaser immediately after such insurance coverage.  The supplier shall also inform the purchaser in writing at least sixty (60) days in advance, regarding the expiry, cancellation and/or change in any of such documents and ensure revalidation/renewal etc., as may be necessary well in time.

The risks that are to be covered under the insurance shall be comprehensive  and shall include but not limited to, the loss or damages in transit, storage, due to theft, pilferage, riot, civil commotion, weather conditions, accident of all kinds, fire, flood, war risk (during ocean transportation) bad or rough handling.  The scope of such insurance shall cover the entire contract value.
6.
DESPATCH INSTRUCTIONS: 

The dispatch instructions will be communicated to you as and when the materials are inspected and Test Certificates approved.
 7.
PERFORMANCE SECURITY:  

Performance security for an amount 10% of the contract value i.e Rs.3,53,174/-  shall be furnished by the supplier, for proper fulfillment of the contract, which will include the warranty period, and completion of performance obligations including Warranty obligations. The Performance Security will cover 60 days beyond the date of completion of performance obligations including Warranty obligations.  

In the event of any correction of defects or replacement of defective material during the warranty period, the warranty for the corrected/replaced material will be extended to a further period of 18 months and the Performance Bank Guarantee for proportionate value will be extended 60 days over and above the extended warranty period.
The proceeds of the performance security will be payable to the Purchaser as compensation for any loss resulting from the Supplier's failure to complete its obligations under the Contract.


The performance security will be discharged by the purchaser and returned to the supplier not later than sixty (60) days after the expiry date.

Failure to comply with above requirement will entail cancellation of the award and forfeiture of the Bid Security.
8.
TERMS OF PAYMENT: 
100% payment will be arranged through PFC/REC/TSTRANSCO/Commercial Banks within 45 days of issue of Form-13 i.e., check measurement date in Form-13, subject to furnishing of Performance Security for an amount equivalent to 10% of the contract value as per clause (6) of this order.              When the supplier does not at any time, fulfill his obligations in replacing / rectifying etc. of the damaged / defective materials in part or whole promptly to the satisfaction of the TSTRANSCO officers, the TSTRANSCO reserves the right not to accept the bills against subsequent dispatches made by the supplier and only the supplier will be responsible for any demurrages, wharf ages or damage occurring to consignments so dispatched.

i) No interest will be payable in case the payment is delayed for whatever reason.
ii)  The Banker charges involved if any in establishing and operating the Cheque / Bills shall be to your account.

iii) If the supplier has received any over-payments by mistake or if any amounts are due to the TSTRANSCO due to any other reason, when it is not possible to recover such amounts under this contract the TSTRANSCO reserves the right to collect the same from any other amounts and / or Bank guarantees given by you due to or with the TSTRANSCO.  The 

details of consignee, paying officer and other officers will be furnished along with dispatch instructions, while approving the Test Certificates.
CURRENCY OF PAYMENT:


All payments will be made in non-convertible Indian Rupees.
09.      WARRANTY:
The supplier shall warrant for the satisfactory functioning of the material for a minimum period of 18 months from check measurement date in Form-13 i.e., from receipt of the material at TLC Stores or at site in good condition.  If during this period, if any of the material is found defective, they shall be repaired or replaced by you free of all costs to the TSTRANSCO.  In the event of any correction of defects or replacement of defective material during the warranty period, the warranty for the corrected/replaced material will be extended to a further period of 12 months. To and fro freight charges shall however be to your account only.

10.
CONTRACT DRAWINGS AND GUARANTEED TECHNICAL PARTICULARS:                        

            GTP and drum drawing approval by TS TRANSCO to the supplier’s drawings shall not relieve the   
supplier of his responsibility for correctness thereof or from results arising out of error or omission  

therein or from any obligation or liability under the contract.
11.
RESPONSIBILITY OF THE SUPPLIER FOR LOSS OR DAMAGE:

a)
The supplier is responsible for the safe delivery of the goods in good condition at the destination.  He should acquaint himself of the conditions obtaining for handling and transport of the goods to destination and shall include and provide for security and protective packing of the goods so as to avoid damage in transit.

b)
External damages or shortages that are prima-facie the results of rough handling in transit or due to defective packing will be intimated.  Internal defects, damages or shortages of any internal parts which cannot ordinarily be detected on a superficial visual examination though due to bad handling in transit or defective packing will be intimated separately.


In either case, the defective or damaged materials should be replaced by the supplier free of cost to the TSTRANSCO.  If no steps are taken in this regard, TSTRANSCO may without prejudice to its other rights and remedies cause to be repair or rectify the defective material or replace the same and recover the expenditure incurred there for from the deposit such as earnest money, security and performance or other monies available with TSTRANSCO or by resorting to legal action.

c)
For the purpose of any legal construction, the material shall be deemed to pass into TSTRANSCO’S ownership only at the final destination where they delivered and accepted.
12.
PACKING AND MARKING:

The conductor shall be supplied in non-returnable, strong wooden drums provided with lagging of adequate strength constructed to protect the conductor against any damage and displacement during transit, storage and subsequent handling and stringing operations in the field.  The drums shall generally conform to IS:1778-1980 except otherwise specified hereinafter.  The conductor drums shall be adequate to wind one standard length of 1800 mtrs.
The drums shall be suitable for wheel mounting and for letting off the conductor under controlled tension.  A minimum space of 75 mm shall be provided between the inner surface of the external protective layer and outer layer of the conductor.
After reeling the conductor, the exposed surface of the layer of conductor shall be wrapped with thin polythene sheet across the flanges to preserve the conductor from dirt, grit and damage during transportation and handling and also to prevent ingress of rain water during storage/ transport.
Each drum shall have the following information stenciled on it in indelible ink along with other essential data :

b) Name and address of consignee

c) Manufacturer’s name and address 

d) Drum number & Lot number.

e) Size & type of conductor

13.
INSPECTION & TESTS:



The Purchaser’s representative shall, at all times, be entitled to have access to the works and all other places of manufacture, and the Supplier shall provide all facilities for unrestricted inspection of the Bidder's works, raw materials, process of manufacture of all the accessories and for conducting necessary tests as detailed herein. 

 

The Supplier shall keep the Purchaser informed in advance of the time of starting and of the progress of manufacture in its various stages so that arrangements could be made for inspection. The supplier shall give 15 days advance intimation to enable the purchaser to depute his representative for witnessing acceptance and routine tests. 



No material shall be dispatched from its point of manufacture before it has been satisfactorily inspected and tested, unless the Purchaser in writing waives off the inspection. In the later case also, the Materials shall be dispatched only after satisfactory testing for all tests specified as per IS has been completed and Test Certificates are approved by the Purchaser. 



The Acceptance tests shall be carried out on all the materials offered, by selecting the samples as per relevant IS specified, at random. If any sample drawn does not pass the acceptance tests, the sample will be rejected and another sample of the same material from same lot shall be selected at random to repeat the “Acceptance tests”. If the second sample also fails in the same Test, the entire materials of that item in that lot offered for Inspection will be rejected.  The acceptance of any quantity of material shall in no way relieve the Supplier of his responsibility for meeting all the requirements of this specification and shall not prevent subsequent rejection if material is later found to be defective.



The TSTRANSCO may at its option get the materials inspected by the third party if it feels necessary and all inspection charges in this connection will be borne by the supplier.
14.
TESTS AND CERTIFICATES:


All routine and acceptance tests are to be  conducted  strictly as per relevant IS specified.      Three copies of test certificates containing the results of all tests carried out shall be submitted to the Chief Engineer/P&MM /Vidyut Soudha and got approved before dispatch of materials.

            The Supplier shall maintain all test reports of routine and stage tests conducted during manufacture. These shall be produced for verification as and when requested for by the Purchaser. 

15.
GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT:


Except in so far as it is provided otherwise in this order, you have to abide by the terms and conditions appended to the specification. Except as specifically accepted in this order, the terms and conditions mentioned in your quotation under reference are not accepted.
16.
RISK:


The risk in the property is entirely yours till  the goods are received in good condition at the destination / stores.

17.       PENALTY FOR DELAY IN SUPPLIES:



The time for and the dates for delivery mentioned in the contract will be deemed to be the essence of the contract.  Subject to Force Majeure Clause as given at clause 10, if the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Materials or to perform the Services within the period(s) specified in the Contract, the Purchaser will, without prejudice to its other remedies under the Contract, deduct from the Contract Price, as liquidated   damages, a sum equivalent to 0.5% per week on the undelivered portion subject to a maximum of 5% of the total value of the contract. Once the maximum is reached the Purchaser may consider termination of the contract.



 The check measurement date in Form-13 i.e., the date of receipt of materials at destination stores in good condition will be taken as the date of delivery. Materials / Equipment which are not of acceptable quality or are not conforming to the specification would be deemed to be not delivered. For penalty, the number of days would be rounded off to the nearest week and penalty calculated accordingly.



            The penalty specified above will be levied and would be adjusted against subsequent                           pending bills if required. 

18.

FORCE MAJEURE:

a) The Supplier will not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security, penalty for late delivery or termination for default if and to the extent that its delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.

b) For purposes of this clause, “Force Majeure” means an event beyond the control of the Supplier and not involving the Supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseen.  Such events may include, but are not restricted to, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

c) If a Force Majeure situation arises, the supplier will promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof.  Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the supplier will continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practice, and will seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event.

19.

TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT:

a) The Purchaser, without prejudice to any another remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, may terminate this contract in whole or in part. 
i) If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the materials/material within the period(s) specified in the contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the purchaser.  

ii) If the supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract.
iii)  If the supplier, in the judgment of the purchaser has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent 
practices in competing for or in executing the contract.

b) In the event the Purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may procure upon such terms and in such manner, as it deems appropriate, materials/material or services similar to those undelivered, and the supplier will be liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar materials/material or services.  However the supplier will continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE:


The purchaser by written notice sent to the supplier, may terminate the contract, in whole or in part at any time for its convenience. The notice of termination will specify the termination is for the purchaser’s convenience, the extent to which performance of the supplier under the contract is terminated, and the date upon which termination becomes effective.

b) All correspondence regarding dispatches, payments and any other field matters shall be addressed to the concerned Paying Officer.  Copies of such correspondence shall be marked to the concerned Superintending Engineer and the Chief Engineer/P&MM, TSTRANSCO, Vidyut Soudha, Hyderabad-82.  Copies of the correspondence regarding payments should also be marked to the Pay Officer, TSTRANSCO and to the Executive Director/Finance, TSTRANSCO, Vidyut Soudha, Hyderabad-82.

COMPLETENESS OF CONTRACT:


All minor accessories that are normally necessary for satisfactory and efficient operation of the equipment shall be supplied by you free of cost to TS Transco, whether these are specially mentioned or not in the specification, your tender schedules or in this Purchase Order and the equipment shall be complete in itself.

QUALITY ASSURANCE PLAN:


A Quality Assurance Plan including customer hold points covering the manufacturing activities of the material shall be required to be submitted by the bidder to the purchaser along with the bid.  CONTRACT AMENDMENTS:

No variation in or modification of the terms of the contract will be made except by written amendment by the Purchaser and accepted by the supplier.

SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES:

If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever will arise between the Purchaser and the Supplier in connection with or arising out of the contract, the parties will make every effort to resolve amicably such dispute or difference by mutual consultation.

If, after thirty (30) days the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual consultation, then either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, as per specification as to the matter in dispute, and no arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is given.

Notwithstanding any reference to arbitration herein,
a) The parties will continue to perform their respective obligations under the contract unless they otherwise agree and
b) The Purchaser will pay the Supplier any monies due to the Supplier.

JURISDICTION:


All and any disputes or differences, arising out of or touching this contract will be decided by the Courts or Tribunals situated in Hyderabad and Secunderabad only.  No suit or other legal proceedings will be instituted elsewhere.
